Level 5 Heading. Body paragraph(s) start here as a new paragraph. Level 5 headings are formatted as indented, in bold italic (including the period), using title case, and ending with a period.
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First author’s last name, First name initial. Middle name initial., & Second author’s last name, First name initial. Middle name initial. (year published). Title of journal article: Using sentence case. Title of Journal in Title Case and Italics, Volume number in italics(issue number in plain font in parentheses without a space after volume number), page range. Hyperlinked DOI URL (no proxy links) if available (if there is no DOI and the article came from an academic research database, do not use a link; if there is no DOI and the article came from somewhere else, include the link)
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
